Synopsis of Today’s Message:

In today’s message, Pastor Jayne begins her new
series of sermons on “"Staying Connected.” Today
she is talking about how "“Jesus is the Vine,” which
refers to Him as being the essential source of
spiritual life, nourishment, and fruitfulness for his
followers, who are “the Branches,” and God the

Father, who is “"the Gardener.”

During our next four Sundays, we’re going to look
at how we can stay connected to God after the
overwhelming peace, hope, joy, and love
surrounding the birth of Jesus has subsided.
Staying connected to God after this momentous
event isn't easy to maintain if we are not
intentional about it, and for a very common reason:
because worldly forces and sin have the ability to

pull us away from God at any given time. The Bible



tells us that sin is the greatest deterrent to the
life-giving relationship that Christ offers each
believer. If we are not careful, then sin will break
our connection with God and we will find ourselves
all on our own. So today we are beginning a brand
new sermon series to remind ourselves of the

importance of staying connected to God.

The Bible addresses this simple truth in many
different ways, and one of the clearest illustrations
given is that of a grapevine. Just as the grapes rely
on a single vine for growth and sustenance, we too
depend on a single source for our life-giving
nourishment: Jesus. Just as a vine receives
nutrients from the soil, water, and sun in order to
grow and flourish, Jesus is our source by which we
are provided what we need to live: love, grace,

mercy, and forgiveness.



There is NO OTHER VINE available for us to have
access to the things we need for a full life. Many
people settle for lesser vines, things like money,
success, relationships, and status as a way of
achieving fulfillment. Many of these lesser vines
can be wonderful - family or good health, for
example, but they will never replace a connection
with Jesus. He is the source for all of our strength,
nourishment, and life. And Jesus has big plans for
those who put their faith, hope, and trust in Him.
And they are not just big plans, but they are
life-changing plans! He wants us to be vessels for

God’s love that will change the world! Amen?
