Synopsis of Today’s Message:

In today’s message, Pastor Jayne continues her
new series of sermons on "Staying Connected.”
Today she is talking about how “"God is the
Gardener,” as He is the one who intimately
cultivates, tends, and nurtures His creation,
especially humanity. This is an extension of last
week’s sermon on Jesus being “the Vine,” or the
essential source of spiritual life, nourishment, and
fruitfulness for his followers, as they are “the

Branches.”

Today we are looking further into another aspect of
the book of John, chapter 15. Not only does Jesus
refer to himself as “the Vine” in this chapter, but he
also introduces God the Father as “the Gardener.”
In today’s Scripture from verses 1-2, Jesus teaches

that He is our true vine, God is our gardener, and



our lives are his vineyard field. What does this

mean, exactly?

It can be difficult to comprehend this analogy
because many of us are so unfamiliar with the
vineyard industry. In this type of farming, a young
vine is not allowed to bear fruit for three years, and
each year it is cut back drastically so it can further
develop and conserve its energy and life. It has
two types of branches - one that has fruit, and one
that does not. The branches that do not bear fruit
are significantly pruned back, so that they will not
reduce any of the plant’s overall health and
strength. The gardener’s job is to carefully study
each and every plant to determine that the
branches of each one are healthy and able to
produce the necessary fruit. The vine cannot
produce the crop of which it is capable without

drastic pruning - and Jesus knew that.



Jesus is sharing with his first followers and also
with us today that staying connected to the vine is
ultimately about our overall health and our
effectiveness in producing as much good fruit as
possible with our lives. We need to allow God to do
some “pruning” in our lives. An important part of
abiding in Jesus is recognizing that God, as a good
gardener, looks over our lives to determine the
areas that may be unhealthy or dangerous to us
and to others. He “"prunes” us by helping us make
changes to our lives in order that we can produce
the best possible fruit for Him and His Kingdom.

Esto es una continuacion del sermon
de la semana pasada sobre Jesis como “la Vid,” o
la fuente esencial de vida espiritual, sustento, y
fecundidad para sus seguidores, quienes son “las

Ramas.”

Hoy profundizaremos en otro aspecto del Evangelio
de Juan, capitulo 15. En este capitulo, Jesis no
solo se refiere a si mismo como “la Vid,” sino que
también presenta a Dios Padre como “el Jardinero.”
En el pasaje biblico de hoy, versiculos 1y 2, Jesus
ensefa que El es nuestra verdadera vid, Dios es

nuestro jardinero, y nuestras vidas son su viiedo.

ZQué significa esto exactamente?



Puede resultar dificil comprender esta analogia
porque muchos de nosotros no estamos
familiarizados con la viticultura. En este tipo de
cultivo, a la vid joven no se le permite dar fruto
durante tres anos, y cada ano se poda
drasticamente para que pueda desarrollarse mejor
y conservar su energia y vitalidad. Tiene dos tipos
de ramas: las que dan fruto y las que no. Las
ramas que no dan fruto se podan
considerablemente para que no debiliten la salud y
la fuerza general de la planta. La tarea del
viticultor es estudiar cuidadosamente cada planta
para asegurarse de que sus ramas estén sanas y
sean capaces de producir el fruto necesario. La vid
no puede producir la cosecha de la que es capaz sin

una poda drastica, y Jesls lo sabia.

JesUs comparte con sus primeros seguidores, y

también con nosotros hoy, que permanecer unidos



a la vid es fundamental para nuestra salud integral
y para ser efectivos en producir el mayor fruto
posible con nuestras vidas. Necesitamos permitir
que Dios realice una labor de “"poda” en nuestras
vidas. Una parte importante de permanecer en
Jesls es reconocer que Dios, como un buen
jardinero, cuida de nuestras vidas para identificar
las areas que pueden ser perjudiciales para
nosotros y para los demas. El nos “poda”
ayudandonos a realizar cambios en nuestras vidas
para que podamos producir el mejor fruto posible

para El y su Reino. éAmén?
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
