Synopsis of Today’s Message:

In today’s message, Pastor Jayne continues her
series of sermons on “"Staying Connected.” Today
she is talking about how “"Everyone Produces
Fruit,” in reference to Jesus’ followers being “the
Branches” that will produce fruit with Jesus being
“the Vine” and God being “"the Gardener.” This is
an extension of the sermons from the past two
weeks whereby Jesus is "the Vine,” or the essential
source of spiritual life, nourishment, and
fruitfulness for his followers, and God is “the
Gardener,” or the One who intimately cultivates,
tends, and nurtures His creation, especially
humanity. If we are genuinely connected to Jesus
Christ, then the expectation is that we will
demonstrate evidence of that relationship through
our lives and actions: in other words, produce good

fruit.



When we stay connected to Jesus, our Vine, and
allow God, our Good Gardener, to prune our
branches, we will bear much good fruit. For this to
happen, we need to ABIDE IN JESUS - to have a
steadfast faith and commitment to doing Christ’s
work in this world and to stay connected to Him so
that our words and teachings are consistent with
His thoughts, purpose, and prayers. Simply put,
Jesus says that the goal of our lives should be to

bring glory to God in all that we do.

We do this by realizing that we all produce some
kind of fruit in our lives, whether we like it or not.
Our thoughts and actions reveal our true nature,
and they also reveal whether or not we are abiding
in Jesus. And no matter what kind of crops we
grow, it has an impact on the people around us -
and Jesus knew that. That's why in the gospel of

Matthew, he warns us that it is important to watch



out for people or things that cause us to produce
imitation or fake fruit in our lives. He calls these

people “false prophets.”

We need to pay attention to the things that we let
influence us - to the lesser vines that we may
attach ourselves to. Those things like the lure of
money, the need for success and status, and being
drawn into toxic relationships with other people
and things - these all pull us away from Jesus. We
need to be able to distinguish between the things
that are helping us walk with Jesus and the things
that are hindering our journey with Him. Our
Methodist founder, John Wesley, put it for us this
way: "When we abide in Jesus, our actions will be
pleasing and acceptable to God in Christ and spring
out of a true and lively faith, so that by them a
lively faith may be as evidently known as a tree is

discerned by its fruit.” Amen?

EN JESUS: tener una fe firme y un compromiso
inquebrantable con la obra de Cristo en este
mundo, y mantenernos conectados a El para que
nuestras palabras y ensenanzas sean coherentes
con sus pensamientos, proposito y oraciones. En
pocas palabras, Jesus dice que el objetivo de
nuestras vidas debe ser glorificar a Dios en todo lo

que hacemos.

Lo logramos al comprender que todos producimos
algun tipo de fruto en nuestras vidas, nos guste o
no. Nuestros pensamientos y acciones revelan
nuestra verdadera naturaleza, y también revelan si
permanecemos en Jesus. Y sin importar qué tipo

de frutos produzcamos, estos impactan a quienes



nos rodean, y Jesus lo sabia. Por eso, en el
Evangelio de Mateo, nos advierte que es importante
estar atentos a las personas o situaciones que nos
llevan a producir frutos falsos o engaifosos en
nuestras vidas. A estas personas las llama “falsos

profetas.”

Debemos prestar atencion a las cosas que nos
influyen, a las pequenas tentaciones a las que
podemos sucumbir. Cosas como la seduccion del
dinero, la necesidad de éxito y estatus, y dejarnos
arrastrar por relaciones toxicas con otras personas
0 cosas, todo esto nos aleja de JesUs. Necesitamos
ser capaces de distinguir entre lo que nos ayuda a
caminar con Jesus y lo que obstaculiza nuestro
camino con El. Nuestro fundador metodista, John
Wesley, lo expreso de esta manera: “Cuando
permanecemos en Jesus, nuestras acciones seran

agradables y aceptables a Dios en Cristo y brotaran



de una fe verdadera y viva, de modo que por ellas
se manifieste una fe viva tan claramente como se

reconoce un arbol por sus frutos.” ¢Amén?
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
