Synopsis of Today’s Message:

In today’s message, Pastor Jayne concludes her
series of sermons for the Advent Season that took
us on our journey of spiritual preparation and
anticipation of the birth of the Christ Child, the
Savior of the world, on Christmas. Today she is
talking about the Epiphany, or the manifestation of
Christ to the Gentiles as represented by the 3 Wise

Men, or Magi.

Today on our Christian calendar is Epiphany
Sunday. This is a day that is included in our
celebration of Christ’s birth, but one that many
people are not very familiar with. Itis a
celebration of the day that the Magi met the baby
Jesus. For many of us, when we think about the
Wise Men we visualize “three kings from the

Orient.” But the Bible doesn’t actually say how



many wise men came to see Jesus, if they were
truly kings, or where they actually came from. So

what do we know about these special visitors?

Based on our Scripture reading today from
Matthew, we can conclude that the Magi’s visit
occurred well after Christ was born - because they
did not meet Jesus in the stable, but rather in a
house. Biblical scholars tell us that these men
were likely from Persia, which today is Iran, and if
so, would have traveled about a thousand miles to
Jerusalem to pay homage to the newborn King.
Their journey probably took from between three
and six months to complete. They were also most
likely priests from a different religion. They
studied the stars and believed the relative positions
of the stars were signs of future events. And they

saw something in the heavens that led them to



conclude that a new and great king had been born

in Judea.

God called these people to Jerusalem by speaking
to them in a way that seemed unorthodox to the
Jewish people - but was precisely how and where
these Magi, who sought out truth in the stars,
would have been looking. In Luke’s telling of the
shepherd’s story that we read during Advent and
on Christmas Eve, it was focused on God’s concern
for the humble and lowly people of the world. But
here in Matthew’s telling of the story of the Magi,
God is also giving a sign to non-Jewish people, the
Gentiles, that His concern is for ALL PEOPLE. God
revealed that Jesus was not only King and Savior

for the Jews, but for EVERYONE! Amen?

Hoy, en nuestro calendario cristiano, celebramos el
Domingo de Epifania. Este dia forma parte de la
celebracion del nacimiento de Cristo, aunque
muchas personas no lo conocen bien. Se
conmemora el dia en que los Reyes Magos
conocieron al nifio Jesis. Para muchos de
nosotros, al pensar en los Reyes Magos,
imaginamos a “tres reyes de Oriente.” Sin
embargo, la Biblia no especifica cuantos sabios
visitaron a Jesus, si realmente eran reyes ni de
donde provenian. Entonces, équé sabemos sobre

estos visitantes especiales?



Basandonos en la lectura de las Escrituras de hoy,
del Evangelio de Mateo, podemos concluir que la
visita de los Reyes Magos ocurrio bastante después
del nacimiento de Cristo, ya que no encontraron a
JesuUs en el pesebre, sino en una casa. Los
estudiosos de la Biblia nos dicen que estos
hombres probablemente provenian de Persia, lo
que hoy es Iran, y de ser asi, habrian viajado
alrededor de mil seiscientos kilometros hasta
Jerusalén para rendir homenaje al rey recién
nacido. Su viaje probablemente duro entre tres y
seis meses. Lo mas probable es que también
fueran sacerdotes de otra religion. Estudiaban las
estrellas y creian que la posicion de los astros era
un indicio de acontecimientos futuros. Y vieron
algo en el cielo que los llevd a concluir que un

nuevo y gran rey habia nacido en Judea.



Dios llamo a estas personas a Jerusalén
hablandoles de una manera que parecio poco
convencional para el pueblo judio, pero que era
precisamente la forma y el lugar donde estos
Magos, que buscaban la verdad en las estrellas,
habrian estado buscando. En el relato de Lucas
sobre los pastores, que leemos durante el Adviento
vy en Nochebuena, se destaca la preocupacion de
Dios por la gente humilde y sencilla del mundo.
Pero aqui, en el relato de Mateo sobre los Magos,
Dios también da una senal a los no judios, a los
gentiles, de que su preocupacion es por TODAS las
personas. Dios reveld que Jesis no era solo Rey y
Salvador para los judios, isino para TODOS!
