After David had finished talking with Saul,
Jonathan became one in spirit with David, and he
loved him as himself. 2From that day Saul kept
David with him and did not let him return home to

his family.

Synopsis of Today’s Message:

In today’s message, Pastor Jayne is talking about
the topic “"Forever Friends,” and how the friendship
between David and Jonathan illustrates for us the
importance of companionship and close

friendships. God places these people in our lives as



a divine support system for spiritual growth,

encouragement, accountability, and protection.

In the Bible, we find that many of our faith
ancestors had lives that were impacted and forever
changed by a close companion or friend. One
important example of this is King David. While we
are familiar with him as a shepherd boy who
developed into a great warrior and anointed king,
he also understood the importance of having close

companions in his life.

David had a friend who came into his life when it
seemed all the world had turned against him:
Jonathan, the eldest son of King Saul. In one of the
darkest periods of David’s life, God showed his
faithfulness and love for David by placing Jonathan

in his path. There was an immediate bond between



them, and Jonathan made a solemn pact to protect

David no matter what because he loved him.

We can learn a lot from these two people about
true friendship. First, we read about a willingness
to sacrifice for one’s close friend no matter the
cost. Second, we witness from David and Johathan
a loyal defense before others who want to
persecute them. And finally, their story is a

constant source of encouragement for all of us.

This is just one of many stories in Scripture of the
special love and bond between true, intimate

friendships: David and Jonathan, Ruth and Naomi,
Paul and Timothy, Jesus and the beloved disciple.
These are friends who encouraged, defended, and

sacrificed for one another - and were forever



friends in God’s love. What a special gift this is,

and for that we give thanks to God! Amen?

En uno
de los momentos mas oscuros de su vida, Dios le
demostro su fidelidad y amor al poner a Jonatan en
su camino. Surgio un vinculo inmediato entre ellos,
y Jonatan hizo un pacto solemne: proteger a David,

pasara lo que pasara, porque lo amaba.

Podemos aprender mucho de estas dos personas
sobre la verdadera amistad. Primero, leemos sobre
la disposicion a sacrificarse por un amigo cercano
sin importar el costo. Segundo, vemos en David y

Jonatan una defensa leal ante quienes los



persiguen. Y finalmente, su historia es una fuente

constante de aliento para todos nosotros.

Esta es solo una de las muchas historias en las
Escrituras sobre el amor y el vinculo especial entre
amistades verdaderas e intimas: David y Jonatan,
Rut y Noemi, Pablo y Timoteo, Jesus y el discipulo
amado.
